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From The Pastorğ 
 

 September 25th marks the conclusion of the Philippians preaching series, and Iôll be kicking off a new 
sermon series on October 2nd. Before we leave Philippians behind, though, I suggest you sit down and read it 
through one more time. What stands out to you from this short letter? How has God spoken to you about your 
own life through Philippians? About MPC? Then share your reflections with one another ð and, if you like, 
with me.  
 Now it seems like the timingôs right for a sermon series on the five Interim Tasks. I published these in 
last monthôs newsletter, but here they are again:  
 

1. Reviewing and reflecting on our life as a congregationéunderstanding our history. 
2. Discerning Godôs leading and purpose for MPCé embracing our identity. 
3. Refocusing the way we work together and fulfill our missionécelebrating and developing leaders. 
4. Reviewing and renewing relationships beyond our congregationéengaging in partnership and mission. 
5.  Transitioning into a relationship with our next permanent pastorécommitting to new directions in  ministry. 
 

 I want to give you a feel for the kind of work weôll be doing together over the next several months. And 
hereôs the thing: this is biblical work through-and-through. Both the Old Testament and the New Testament are 
the story of the People of God ð and it turns out that the People of God are almost always in transition. Theyôre 
almost always on the move, trying to figure out where they are, where they need to be going, and what they 
need to be doing. So weôll explore these five themes together in worship during October and November.  
 

 In the Session, the elders are reading a book about discernment: The Way of Discernment by Elizabeth 
Liebert. This is an experiential book that teaches the skill of discernment ð a skill all disciples need to have in 
their tool kit. If youôre interested in reading along with us, please do! The Session will be discussing and 
practicing discernment a lot going forward. For example, in August I shared with them some of my preliminary 
observations about MPC, and time was set aside at the September meeting for group reflection and conversation 
about these. The Session is also simply ñtaking stockò of what needs attention during this transitional time, how 
to proceed with that work, and what kind of pace would be best. These first few months are all about ñgetting 
our arms aroundò what interim ministry means and needs to be at MPC for it to be valuable. All of this is 
discernment work, and I hope the upcoming sermon series will help to orient and include ALL of you.  
  

 I continue to learn about all of you and this congregation ð and to enjoy being here. Thank you for the 
time youôve been taking to tell me your personal stories and your church stories. Keep it up! A big part of my 
job is acquiring an understanding of your history and life together, and I canôt do that without your help.

 Income outpaced expenses by $2,770 for the month of August and by $15,314 for the year to date. At two-

thirds of the way through the year, income is about 5% less than budgeted. Operating expenses to date are about 

11% below budget. Pastoral expenses are expected to be less than budgeted through the end of the year. 

 Budget planning for next year has begun. Ministry teams received 2017 budget planning worksheets right 

after Labor Day. Draft budget proposals are requested from all ministry teams by October 15. Please reach out to 

any elder if you have questions or suggestions regarding plans and programs for 2017. We anticipate a mostly 

stable, conservative budget overall. A proposed budget will be presented to the congregation on November 6th.  

 Financial reviews are done to confirm that financial reporting is accurate and that finances are well-

managed. The annual church financial review was conducted on August 30. Gayle Clopton, Janet Jones and 

Treasurer Darlene Higgenbottom attended the audit. Our church recently upgraded the financial management 

system to standard accounting practices. Therefore, this is the first year we have an auditable set of books. 

 Our church took a big step this year and formed an internal audit team. Church members, Kathy McCourt 

and Janet Lowrey, met with volunteer auditors, Adele Pelletier and Carolyn Barker of Tualatin Presbyterian 

Church, who completed the financial reviews for the past two years.  

 What a blessing to tap the talent in our own church this year. Kathy McCourt has an extensive background 

in accounting and QuickBooks. Janet Lowrey has served for six years as a professional auditor in the Oregon 

Secretary of Stateôs office.  

 We look forward to the auditorsô written report to Session. We are committed to continued improvements 

in the stewardship of church finances.  

 A detailed financial report showing monthly operating results and all designated fund balances is available 

upon request from the church office.  

Buildings  & Grounds Update  
Maintenance Updates: 
 The new roof for the Open Door has been completed with the exception of some gutter and downspout 
work which is to be addressed in October. Once the old shingles were removed, several bad plywood deck panels 
had to be replaced due to rotting caused by the leaks over the past several months and will add slightly to the final 
cost. All of the hot and cold water piping in the Open Door is scheduled to be replaced in the latter part of 
October. Rust has been an increasing problem in recent month due to the deterioration of the galvanized pipe 
similar to what was happening in the preschool and downstairs kitchen in the church. 
 

Facility Lock Up: 
 Over the next couple of months, some new procedures will be put in place to make sure that the church 
facilities are being properly secured when people leave. There is currently a clear understanding of what needs to 
be secured and who is responsible. 
 

First Responders: 
 There is still a need for people to become First Responders at church events. We would like to put together 
a group of people who would be willing to be trained as First Responders to help out in the event of emergencies 
such as medical, fire, earthquake or other emergency situations at the church. If you would be interested, please 
contact Dick Eyberg or Dennis Zerba. 
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 As your deacons plan to honor our pastor and 
staff in this month of October, we are also reminded 
of all the volunteers who quietly donate their time 
and efforts around our church building.  The outside 
sign does not change itself; communion does not 
magically appear during the church service; slides 
for the worship service do not spontaneously jump 
into the projection booth; the banners do not sew 
themselves nor do they place themselves on display; 
the list could go on and on.  In all these cases, and 
more, volunteers have willingly and unobtrusively 
seen to each task.  They truly took Romans 12:4-8 to 
heart.
