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From The Pastorğ 
 As an Interim Pastor, I spend a lot of time thinking about the transitions in which my congregations are 
involved. Usually theyôre involved in at least two big ones ð plus a range of smaller ones. The most obvious 
transition is the transition between permanent pastors. In your case, this transition began early in 2016, when John 
and Sylvia informed you of their call to Kenya ð and will probably conclude sometime in 2018. Add on a year for 
you and your new pastor to get to know each other, and weôre talking about a total transition of at least three years.  
 The other big transition is longer and even more important. Itôs a transition most North American churches 
are in, so youôre definitely not alone; and itôs a transition that will take as much as ten years to navigate. This is one 
reason why the PNC needs your prayers so much.  After all, itôs their job to discern, with guidance from the Holy 
Spirit, the right pastor for MPC  during this second and much larger transition. 
 For most churches, this second transition is about survival and rebirth. The world, you see, has changed. 
American culture has changed a lot over the last forty years, and almost every church has been caught crosswise in 
those changes. America itself is aging, so congregations are generally older ð and growing even older all the time. 
Younger families are busier than ever, with many scrambling just to survive. Much of America doesnôt even think 
about ñgoing to churchò anymore, so most churches are now missing as many as three generations.    
 Being a church in the U.S. used to be so easy. You built a building, and hired a competent pastor, and 
people just showed up. But those days are over, and nearly every church in the U.S. has been deciding whether or 
not to wake up to these new conditions. Then the next question is what to do about it. 
 What everyone out there is discovering is that thereôs no ñmagic bulletò or quick-and-easy ñfixò for these 
challenges. Some churches are in real decline and others are mostly maintaining. But all the churches that want to 
survive ð and especially those that hope to thrive again ð are facing a learning curve. Theyôre all having to 
engage in some serious, sustained reflection, conversation, and prayer about who they are and what their purpose is 
going forward.  
 Most churches have at least two feelings about all this: theyôre dismayed to be in such a situation at all, and 
theyôre overwhelmed by the scope of the challenge. But weôre the People of God. We take our cue from the Bible, 
and our official, external reference point is the Gospel of Godôs Grace in Jesus Christ. Both scripture and the gospel 
provide plenty of precedent, context, and guidance for the current situation in which North American churches find 
themselves.  

 The story of Abraham and Sarah is a case in point, which is one reason Iôm preaching through Genesis 12-

24 this fall. So let me reiterate the questions I posed in my sermon on September 24, based on Genesis 13:1-18. 

These questions are for you personally, of course. But theyôre also for you as a congregation, because they relate to 

that longer and more important transition youôre in ð the one where your sustained reflection, conversation, and
