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At the Annual Meeting on February 4, I promised to provide further information about what happens from here on 
out in the pastor search process. The timingôs always hard to predict, but eventually the PNC will narrow down 
their search to one particular candidate. When this happens, theyôll ask me to call a special Session meetingðat 
which the PNC will ask the Session to call a congregational meeting for the purpose of MPC electing its next 
installed pastor.  
 

All congregational meetings require at least two Sundaysô notice, but the interval is usually a bit longer in this 
instance: not only are there many preparations to make, thereôs a lot of communicating to do with the 
congregation. Once the Session has set a date for the ñcandidating weekendò and congregational meeting, the 
PNC will communicate with the congregation about their candidate. This usually happens in the form of a letter, a 
brochure, a video, announcements in worship, or a combination of these. The PNC will share with you personal 
and professional background on the candidate, their reasons for selecting this person, and a schedule of activities 
for the candidating weekend.   
 

The Terms of Call (effective salary, benefits, moving costs, etc.) will have been negotiated with the candidate 
during this period, and Iôve found it helpful to share these details with congregations ahead of the candidating 
weekend itself. This way the congregation has an opportunity to become fully informed about compensation 
details, ask questions about them, and discuss them in an informal settingðwell before these Terms of Call have 
to be voted on at the congregational meeting. 
 

A typical candidating weekend includes some kind of open house for the congregation to meet the candidate and 
his/her familyðand often thereôs also an opportunity for church officers and staff to spend some time with the 
candidate. On the Sunday of that weekend, the candidate will lead and preach in worship. The congregational 
meeting, which I will moderate, will take place immediately following the 10:30 service. The PNC will give its 
full report to the congregation, including written information on the Terms of Call, and youôll have an opportunity 
to ask questions of both the PNC and the candidate. Following this, the candidate and family will be escorted 
from the room, and youôll have an opportunity to discuss the candidate and the Terms of Call before voting on 
both by secret ballot. Assuming that the motion passes, your Pastor-Elect will deliver the benediction, and then 
weôll all enjoy a festive reception in the Fellowship Hall!  
 

By the time of the candidating weekend, weôre also likely to have a start date for the new pastor. Itôs helpful to 
bear in mind that most pastors-elect leave a candidating weekend and go back home to ñbreak the newsò to their 
own congregation. In other words, it can take a week or two for all the details to come together regarding your 
new pastorôs transition. But the Session and I will work together to figure out a suitable departure date for me, 
probably a few weeks ahead of the arrival of your Pastor-Elect. 
 

* * * 
 

We still donôt know any of the specific, exciting details about whatôs aheadðonly that God is deeply committed 
to MPC. But just this, it seems to me, can put us in a Lenten frame of mind this month. Think of it like this: for 
centuries Jewish pilgrims traveled up to Jerusalem every spring for the festival of Passoverðto celebrate the God 
who had delivered their ancestors from slavery in Egypt, and who continued to deliver and sustain his people in 
the midst of trouble and change.  
 

Their ascent was both literal and metaphorical. Situated at 2,500 feet and surrounded by valleys, Jerusalem was 
the highest city in Israel. But also, as Eugene Peterson puts it in his book, A Long Obedience in the Same 
Direction, ñthe trip to Jerusalem acted out a life lived upward toward God, an existence that advanced from one 
level to another in developing maturity.ò

The 2018 operating budget totaling $390,884 was approved by Session in January. It was presented to the 
congregation at the annual meeting of the congregation on February 4. Blessings and thank you for your faithful 
pledging and giving as we begin this exciting year of transition for our church. 
 

Church finances in January maintained a steady, favorable position. Income exceeded expenses by $3,268 in 
January. Both giving and spending were higher than in January last year. Both were about 7% less than budgeted 
as of the end of January.  
 

The Buildings and Grounds designated fund ended January with a balance of $64,083, which enables a good head 
start on major projects this year.

Community Resources Informational Handout:  
An informational handout on Community Assistance Resources that are available to assist people in need was 
completed. This document would be used by B&G people interfacing with people using the parking lot for 
overnight camping and by Deacons and/or Office Manager that interface with phone callers/walk-ins. 
 

Painting Church and Open Door:  
The B&G Committee is planning to spend up to $45,000 from the Building & Grounds Designated Fund to have a 
contractor do prep work and finish painting of all the church buildings including The Open Door. Our intent is to 
sign a contract as soon as possible so we can get on the schedule to have the work done this summer after the 
conclusion of VBS. B&G also would like to encourage the congregation to make special contributions to the 
Designated Fund for Building & Grounds (#381) in support of this major B&G projects.  The primary project 
weôre looking at right now is the exterior painting.  
 

Security Cameras:  
A security camera was installed on a trial basis in the Fireside Room in late January. The camera can be monitored 
remotely from a cell phone, tablet, laptop or desktop computer. A meeting was held on February 17 with Kelly 
Kindrick, Jesse Black, Dick Eyberg and Dennis Zerba to discuss pro and cons from the evaluation period and 
decide on next steps. The decision was made to proceed with some additional cameras and continue evaluating the 
viability of the system as well as what additions may be needed in the future. These devices will provide 
additional information for people responding to calls from the Alarm Monitoring Company before deciding 
whether or not to go to the church.  
 

Parking Lot:  
The primary focus of the February B&G meeting was a discussion with a representative from Westminster 
Presbyterian Church to review the issues they faced when they rebuilt their parking lot this past year. Without 
getting into a lot of details, the scope of their project required permitting with the City of Portland which triggered 
numerous improvements which had to be made over and above just paving the lot. They started with over 90 
parking spaces and by the time they had finished, they were left with 76 spaces. The total project cost was over 
$800,000. As a point of comparison, we currently have roughly 103 parking spaces with at least 30% more surface 
area and our property has some fairly significant elevation changes where their property was flat. We also met 
with an estimator from Halôs Construction to look at the parking lot and give us some ideas about repairing what 
we have, assuming the City would allow us to do that and not invoke a lot of other conditions. They provided a bid 
of $25,000 to redo the lower driveway and over to the dumpster by removing existing damaged asphalt and 
replacing with a 4-inch layer of new asphalt. They do not get involved in any permitting issues just because of the 
difficulty of dealing with the City. We are currently researching whether itôs possible to replace the existing 
asphalt without opening ourselves up to other major expensive requirements from the City, which we are not 
currently in a position to take on. Needless to say, a lot more discussion needs to be held on this matter. If you 
would like to share your thoughts or find out more about we have learned to date, please contact Dick Eyberg or 
Dennis Zerba.
